Тема уроку: We take care of nature.

Тип уроку: урок засвоєння нових знань
Хід уроку.
І. Підготовка до сприйняття іншомовного мовлення
1. Greeting 
Teacher: Good morning children. Glad to see you. Are you ready for today’s lesson?
Pupils: Good morning teacher/We are glad to see you too.
2. Aims
Teacher: The theme of our today’s lesson is:  Nature Protection. How “Green” is your school? (Unit8)
Language focus: Speaking skills.
Modal Verbs: could, should/ought to/shall/will, must/have to.
Talking about possible actions.
3. Warming up
Teacher:  Well, let’s start with some drill for your tongues. Say after me.
· Better late than never, But better never late.
· Always at is wins the day.
· Little is better than none.
· Never put off till tomorrow. What you can do today.
Warming – up:
Draw a dustbin on the board. Children think of as many things as they can, which they can throw away in a dust bin:
e. g.: tins, newspapers, plastic bags, sweet wrappers, banana skins, envelopes, pens, pencils, exercise books, bottles, boxes, paper plates, etc.
Children come up and write the words around the dustbin and draw the things inside.
Teacher: Well, that’s right. Thank you. And the theme of our today’s lesson is Nature Protection. Let’s discuss “How green is our planet (your school)?”
II. Основна частина

1. Presenting Vocabulary
Teacher:  Read the words

environment, pollution, waste, litter, energy, chemical, solar, throwaway
· Make up the sentences with these words.
2. Listening and Speaking
Teacher:  Well, pupils. Let’s speak about our planet and discuss how we protect it.  Listen to the bird’s songs and imagine that you are somewhere in the forest. 
· The world is full of wonderful things. What wonderful things can you see around you? (You can see the blue sky and the grey rain, the black night and the shiny stars, trees and mountains seas and sunshine).
· What planet do we live on?
· Does our planet need our help? 
· We should help plants and animals.
· We mustn’t use chemicals on the grass, trees or shrubs. 
· Some of chemicals may be bad for wildlife.
· We should try to cut down waste.
· Can you find ways to cut down the amount of rubbish?
· We should use refillable pens, reusable bottles and boxes.
· We must put rubbish in the bins.
· How could you keep your school to be “green“?
· We could use less the materials: paper, pens, pencils, glue, sticky tape and others. 
(We can save materials by using less glue, paper.)
· How could you use less? 
· We could use reusable pens;
· We have to write on both sides of a piece of paper.
· What must we do to save energy?
· You must always close doors in winter.
· You should remember to turn lights out.
· You should watch out for dripping taps.
· You should never leave a tap dripping. 
· How do we call groups of people, who take care of nature?
· We call them the “Greeners “. 
· What should we do to cut down the amount of cars?
· Cars are not “green” because cars cause pollution.
· Walking or cycling is best, we could go to school on foot.
· We could shave a car journey with other people.
· We could use public transport.
3. Sing a song “Nature”
Teacher: Well, let’s have a rest. Listen to the song, sing and relax.
4. Grammar 
Modal verbs: talking about possible actions.
Cards with a list of things to do before going to bed:
e.g. take off/hang up your clothes, clean your shoes, have a shower, brush your teeth, turn out the lights, watch TV, read, have a hot drink, exercise, open the window, turn off the computer.
Завдання:Write the modal verbs on the board from intention on the left to necessity on the right: 
Will shall/ could/should, ought to/ have to, must/.
Children come forward, choose a card and make a statement with one of the modal verbs;
e.g. I have to brush my teeth before I go to bed.
Teacher: Do you agree, children?
The pupils then place the card under the verb they finally agree on.
